Charles Dickens (1812 – 1870) is one of England’s most famous novelists. His stories take place in Victorian England. He wrote many books, including David Copperfield and Oliver Twist.

About the story:


Pip is an orphan (1). He lives with his sister, who is married to Joe Gargery, a kind blacksmith (2), in a village in the south of England. One day Pip helps a convict (3) who has escaped (4) from a prison (5) ship. Pip gives him food.

When he is older, Pip goes to play at the house of a rich woman, Miss Havisham, who has a beautiful adopted daughter called Estella. Miss Havisham is a strange woman.
